We plan to return to campus and have full in-person instruction for all students, JK- 12, during the 2021-2022 academic 
year. These plans are subject to change based on updated guidance from the Marion County Public Health Department.

VACCINATIONS
Park Tudor encourages all community members to get vaccinated as soon as they are eligible. Vaccination will be the 
primary tool in combating the virus, ensuring in-person education and preserving your child’s educational experience. 
Moving forward, the school will follow the guidance of the Marion County Public Health Department (MCPHD) with 
respect to vaccination requirements for students.

MASKS and STUDENT COVID-19 DAILY CHECKLIST FORM

Indoors:
• Students in grades JK1/JK2: Masks are strongly recommended.
• Students in grades SK-12: Masks are required, regardless of vaccination status. *Frequent mask breaks will continue.
• Faculty and staff: Masks are required, regardless of vaccination status.
• Visitors: Masks are required, regardless of vaccination status.

Outdoors:
• Masks are optional for all students, faculty and staff, and visitors.

We will require an abbreviated Student COVID-19 Daily Checklist Form to be completed before school each morning.

VISITORS
Starting August 2nd, visitors will be allowed on campus for scheduled events or by appointment only. 

ZOOM ACCESS
In-person learning is best for our students’ academic and social growth. Therefore, during the 2021-2022 academic year, 
only students who are quarantined or in school-mandated isolation will be allowed to Zoom into their classes.

SOCIAL DISTANCING
We will encourage students to maintain social distance. Stickers and stanchions will remain in place to encourage social 
distancing and control traffic flow throughout our classrooms and hallways. We will hold assemblies in the Middle and 
Upper School, with masks required for all attendees.

ATHLETICS AND FINE ARTS
Park Tudor endeavors to hold all athletic competitions in grades 6-12 and all Fine Arts performances across the campus 
in-person during their regular seasons in the most ideal, safe, and effective manner. To help facilitate this, we strongly 
encourage all student-athletes and student-performers to get vaccinated. Athletics will proceed in accordance with 
Indiana High School Athletic Association (IHSAA) regulations, and Athletics and Fine Arts will follow MCPHD and 
Indiana State COVID guidelines and CDC recommendations.

LUNCH
Hilbert Center and Lower School students will eat lunch in their classrooms. Upper School students will eat lunch in 
Clowes Commons. Middle School students will begin the year eating lunch in their classrooms, with the goal of returning 
to lunch in the Commons as soon as current health guidelines allow, beginning with 8th grade. We are committed to 
offering healthier and more robust options this year.
